Curriculum Pathways for LearningIMPACTS Pathway 
A pathway of learning focused on communication, cognition, physical and sensory, social and emotional wellbeing skills.  
The IMPACTS Pathway is designed to meet the needs of pupils in Key Stage 2-4 who are significantly less cognitively able than their peers   in a bespoke way whilst also taking into account their social, emotional and mental health needs.

Main Pathway
Primary Classes

Primary aged pupils from year R – 6 are allocated a class according to their needs, taking into account their strengths, difficulties, chronological and developmental age. Pupils learn with a consistent staff team of Teacher and Learning Support Assistants (LSA’s).  
Frogs and Honeybees class follow the EYFS framework, whilst all other primary classes focus on the National Curriculum programmes of study with overarching termly themes. 
Pupils will participate in Statutory Assessments in line with DfE guidelines.


Secondary Classes
Secondary aged pupils from Year 7 – 11 follow a differentiated National Curriculum. 
Pupils are assigned to a form group based on their chronological age. Each form has two teachers and LSA’S who are responsible for supporting pupils to make progress against their EHCP provision plan targets. 
Subject lessons are taught by specialist subject teachers with LSA’s supporting pupils learning, behavioural and emotional needs. 
In Key Stage 4 pupils will study accredited courses matched to their ability. 
Satellite Provision based at West Borough Primary School

This provision offers an exemplary educational pathway for neurodivergent pupils in Key Stage 2, who may have Autism Spectrum Condition (ASC), Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), Dyslexia, and/or Dyspraxia, and who possess an Educational Health Care Plan (EHCP).
 These pupils demonstrate the behaviour and cognitive ability required to thrive in a mainstream setting with the tailored support provided by specialist staff from Bower Grove School.


Bower Grove Connected Pathway
The Bower Grove Connected (BGC) pathway supports pupils who have found the demand of our school setting challenging. It provides a bespoke learning and well-being programme that has an emphasis on growing self-esteem, self-confidence, and emotional growth. 
Pupils will receive a bespoke tutoring package at the home of the pupil, local centres such as cafés or libraries, online or by attending a specialist intervention. Some pupils will access learning in The Hub, which is a classroom within the school building.
